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2. Overall all flood situations: Water is increasing and flowing 0.58 cm above the danger level at 9.00am at Sirajgonj Danger point. In last 24 hours water increased 0.14 cm and flood situation is deteriorating very quickly. We predict the overall situation will become worst in next 48 hours.  

But the alarming point is the flood water is flowing with heavy current which is causes for increasing the river bank erosion and eroding numbers of houses and villages. Health and sanitation situation is reducing and may bring out diarrhea and other water borne disease.
3. Situation of homestead and Riverbank erosion 
The river bank erosion is started in 5 upazilas under Sirajgonj about 1,390 homesteads have been eroded and around 26,685 households become inundated till to date where around 1,197 families have shifted in different shelters, cluster village, raised plinth and embankment. It is predicted that the number of eroded household will be increased.

4. Problems and suffering: 
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People mobility: Due to increasing flood water overall mobility of char dwellers has become limited, job opportunity is reducing and if the situation will continue, job opportunity will become closed. Then people will have to pass idle time without work, food and minimum livelihoods requirement. If the situation will deteriorate, they have to spend their saving even will ha ve to sell their last support (cattle, goat etc) or sell labor in advance for surviving.   
· Crops: The standing crops like paddy, sugarcane, chilly, jute,  dhancha  and vegetable has already gone under flood wa ter and around 9671 hectors of standing crops have damaged .   
· Situation of livestock: Overall situation of livestock is quickly deteriorating. In char there is no cattle shelter even have no raised plinth for cattle. So, people are facing severe problem for saving their livestock. In char traditionally people rear cow (fattening) , goat and sell during festival of Eidul Azha. So, now each and every family has lot of cattle, goat and sheep those are ready for sale during religious festival of the Muslims. But if the situation will deteriorate then people have to sell their cattle, goat and sheep before Eid which will make them loss them loss. In the mean while they are facing fodder crisis.
· School: Most of the school in char has inundated due to sudden flood. As mobility of char dwellers have been restricted so student’s attendance rate is very poor. Because due flood water in everywhere, parents don’t dare to send their children to school. According to field report total 29 institutions already affected by the flood water and most of school become closed due to water everywhere.   
· WATSAN: The overall wastan situation is in alarming level. Most of the latrines have gone under flood water and washed out around. According to primary information 3000 latrines have damaged and 751 tubewells are under water. People are drinking flood water which may causes of bring out of water borne disease like diarrhea, dysentery and other diseases. 

· Situation of law and order:  Law and order situation in char is high alarming stage during flood. If the flood situation will continue then law and order situation will go out of control and will increase stealing and robbery and other outlaw activities. 
5. Immediate Needs 
We seriously recommend to provide food and non-food items like rice, pulse, oil, salt, sugar/molasses, potato for adult and biscuit, farina, flour for children as well as ORS, WPT, sanitary napkin and utensils and also shelter materials, tubewell and latrines for flood shelter and embankment where affected people have taken shelter. 
6. Emergency supports and services providing so far

· MMS is collecting information; prepare situation report and disseminating to respective sectors and department. 

· We formed a search and rescue team who are doing search and rescue the affected people and shifting to safer place.  
7. Way forward
· The situation is deteriorating very quickly and may occur severe flood.  
8. Initiative by the government and others 

· Government did not take any action till to date but today DDMC meeting held in presence of Honorable Health Minister where decided to go to response immediately.  

· Other NGOs (local, national and INGOS) did not go action..
